After they became Christians, Sherpa and his sister used to run away
from their Buddhist government school and hide whenever monks or
lamas would come to conduct pujas. While they were hiding in the fields,
he and his sister would pray fervently that they would not be found and
forced to worship idols or participate in the pujas. When the monks
would leave, Sherpa and his sister would return to school. No one ever
saw them leaving or returning, and they were never missed.

Whenever 1 hear stories in which the power of God is demon-
strated against the evil one, I am reminded that no one is as great as
our God.
